4. SCHOOL READINESS COUNCIL ITEMS/STAFF REPORT

a. Summer 2020 Funding
i. CCC and MDD were approved for Emergency COVID-19 Summer School Readiness Funding. This covered July and August. There were no vacancies for either month.
b. FY 2021 Funding
i. UConn Child Labs is closed until January 2021. Funding for FY21 is based on March 2020 allotment. Some families from UConn Child Labs were moved to other centers. This created a change in space type from School Day to Full Day, which resulted in a change in funding, and 3 unused spaces at Child Labs. When Child Labs reopens, those 3 spaces will be filled and any School Readiness families transferring back will take their space with them.
ii. The QE RFP was released by the OEC on October 7, 2020. Sarah Dufresne will send out the QE RFP for review. If the council decides to allocate funding the same as FY20, there is no need to submit individual RFP’s. 


5. TOPICAL DISCUSSION
a. COVID-19 
i. OEC policy now requires children 3 and over wear masks at childcare programs and camps. This went into effect on September 21, 2020. 
ii. There has been an increase in families seeking services with Human Services. Many of these requests are for food, including Meals on Wheels.
iii. Mansfield elementary schools go back to 5 days a week starting Wednesday, October 14, 2020. 
iv. Peace at Home Parenting Solutions, LLC has offered free membership for their online parenting classes and materials. Details are included in the Community Update email, or people can reach out to Sarah Dufresne for the passcode at DufresneS@mansfieldct.org.
v. There is weekly COVID-19 testing at the Mansfield Senior Center. Check the mansfieldct.gov website.
