MEAL: DINNER


Departing Mansfield Middle at 7:00 AM this morning, we’re off to Plymouth, Massachusetts.
Late morning we’ll arrive in Plymouth, site of the Pilgrim landing and settlement of 1620.  Our
visits will include, Plymouth Rock, the marker that commemorates the historic date and the
Mayflower II.  The Mayflower II is a faithful reproduction of the type of ship sailed across the

Atlantic carrying the Pilgrims.  


Plimoth Plantation, where life is re-created as it was in 1623, is a short three mile ride from

the center of Plymouth.  We anticipate arriving at 12:30.  We will be eating a traditional Native American meal prepared by the Plimoth staff.  The remainder of the afternoon will be spent exploring the settlement, Wampanoag Indian Settlement and the craft center.  There is an introductory audio-visual program prior to entering the settlement.  


We plan on departing Plimoth Plantation by 4:15 and traveling over the Cape Cod Canal to

Brewster, where the Cape Cod Sea Camp will provide our overnight lodging, and dinner.  Time to

check-in, and perhaps explore the waterfront beaches, before dinner, included at 6:30 PM

MEALS:  BREAKFAST & LUNCH

This morning’s breakfast is scheduled at the Sea Camp for 8:00 AM. Students will pack a box lunch. Departure is planned for 9:00.  Now we’re off to our whale watch with Hyannis Whale Watches of Barnstable, about a 15 minute ride from the camp.  We’ll cast off at 10:00 and the jet powered boat will swiftly take us

across Cape Cod Bay to Stelwagen Bank spring, summer and fall home to Humpback and Fin whales.

The boat sails in all weather, unless sea conditions, as determined by the captain, make it too rough to sail.   If the weather doesn’t cooperate we will start the phone tree with our updated arrival time.

Our return to Barnstable is scheduled for 2:00 PM.  Departing Cape Cod, we’ll stop at Providence Place Mall.  We will return to Mansfield at about 9:00  PM.
