1 For years now, I have found the children and most of the staff at MMS very supportive, but I am concerned about
the way a few teachers (grown-ups!) are communicating with one of my kids. He is under the impression that his
teachers "hate him," and when I encouraged him to talk to those teachers about his concerns, it sounded like he
was not taken seriously and even dismissed as a troublemaker. His description of multiple situations (and I
realize that this is the perspective of a young person) leads me to suspect that several teachers have little
tolerance for active boys and cannot recognize the difference between disruptive behavior and earnest attempts
to participate. My child was once an enthusiastic learner and is now confused about what learning even looks
like (he now believes it has everything to do with sitting still and shutting up.) He has always been very respectful
of adults and the kind of kid who seeks approval, but now he is not being treated with respect and I worry that he
will become exactly what he's being accused of, a disruptive, pesky boy.
