But dis-

posing of drugs this way causes water pollutionabse they pass through septic systems and

sewage treatment plants untreated. Drugs in watem in highly diluted concentrations, can

have adverse effects on aquatic life and humantthelmstead, place medicine in the trash.

Mansfield's garbage is burned at the Preston irgioe at very high temperatures, which de-

stroys these products and prevents them from gatiio our water. The CT Department of En-

vironmental Protection (DEP) recommends that ydiovothese steps before you put any medi-

cines in the trash:

1. Keep medication in original container. Crossatient's name.

2. Modify medications to discourage consumptior. $aids, add a small amount of water to
dissolve. For liquids, add salt or a powderedesghor blister packs, wrap in duct tape.

3. Tape container lid shut.

4. Discard the container in your garbage can.

Last year the Town collected about 5,000 poundslafline batteries for recycling.
Mansfield is unique in offering this service toligsidents. Although it is good that
these batteries are being recycled, there is artaternative - rechargeable nickel-
metal hydride (NiMH) batteries. NiMH batteries caint no toxic chemicals and re-
charge as many as 500 times. They come in the shapes and sizes as alkaline and
can last 1,000 times longer (according to one nautufer) than an alkaline battery.
Not only is there less waste with rechargeableshiatt, over the life of the battery it is
cheaper to use. Additionally, the Town pays 50€@et pound to recycle alkaline bat-
teries and nothing to recycle rechargeables. Tketimee you shop for batteries, con-
sider nickel metal hydride rechargeable batteries.

Recyclables are a resource, not waste. Every toneplace an item in your recycle bin,
you are preparing feedstock for the manufactuniystry. That bottle, can, paper or
cardboard in your bag or bin is destined to be niaibea new product. That is why it is
important to sort & recycle according to our instions. Poorly sorted recyclables can
result in poorly made new products or end up agenalter all.
