The performance stage, which will accommodate a variety of theatrical performances to appeal
to any audience, was designed by the Partnership’s landscape architecture firm Kent+Frost with
input from many stakeholders including the Mansfield Advocates for Children, EO Smith High
School, and the University of Connecticut School of Fine Arts.

With the funding now in place, the Partnership and the Town of Mansfield hope to have the
pavilion completed by late September, in time for the Celebrate Mansfield Festival which will
be Sunday, September 21 on the Town Square.
