WHEREAS, Ms. Stevens has dedicated over 20,000 hours of community service at the 

Swap Shop during the last 20 years. Ms. Stevens has developed lasting relationships 

with residents while finding good homes for gently used items, particularly assisting 

persons in need. Ms. Stevens efforts have undoubtedly kept tons of material out of 

landfills while promoting the reuse of items; and 
 

WHEREAS, Ms. Stevens admirably served as the Head of Library Services for the 

Mansfield Board of Education from 1969-1987, positively impacting the lives of 

Mansfield’s youth for nearly 20 years; and

express our appreciation and gratitude to Ms. Nora Stevens for her outstanding service 

to the community.
