1. Does the author describe certain parts of this story well?  Give at least one example to show effective or ineffective description.  Be sure to explain why you chose this example.

2. How does the author use dialogue or dialect?  Give at least one example to support your explanation of the author’s use of dialogue or dialect.

3. Does the author use specific word choices to convey suspense or foreshadowing?  Give at least one example to illustrate your answer.

4. Identify at least one example of where the author uses either very simple or very sophisticated language and explain why.

5. Identify at least one example of figurative language or sensory imagery.  Explain the author’s purpose for using that example in that part of the story (what is its effect on the story/reader?).

6. Does the author use many short sentences?  Give at least one example to support your answer and explain its effect on that part of the story.  Why does the author use short sentences?

8. What are the effects of the different sentence lengths at different points in the story?

9. Identify places where the author’s use of dialect affects the fluency of the story.  Give at least one specific example and explain its effect on the fluency.

10. Describe the types of sentences (their structure, phrases, beginnings) and how the different types affect the fluency of the story.  Give at least one specific example to support your description.

15. Identify one place where the author "speeds up" to let you infer what happens and to save you from unnecessary detail.
