Alongside 

well‑known figures like Rosa Parks, Susan B. Anthony, Marie Curie, Kamala Harris, Ruth Bader 

Ginsburg, Sonia Sotomayor, and Malala Yousafzai, countless others have shaped our lives in 

ways we may not realize. A few examples include:  

 

•  Stephanie Kwolek —  invented Kevlar, used in bullet ‑resistant gear 

•  Hedy Lamarr —  co‑created frequency ‑hopping technology, the foundation of WiFi and Bluetooth  

•  Josephine Cochrane —  invented the first hand ‑powered dishwasher  

•  Shirin Ebadi —  first Muslim woman to win the Nobel Peace Prize  

•  Wilma Mankiller —  first female Principal Chief of the Cherokee Nation and a Presidential Medal of 

Freedom recipient 

 

Women-owned businesses have also grown over the past two decades. Supporting them 

strengthens our communities and honors the work women continue to do every day.  

Every woman’s contribution —big or small —deserves recognition. Many of the rights outlined 

in the Universal Declaration of Human Rights apply to all people, yet women around the world 

still face violations of those rights.
